Anastasia, the last Grand Duchess - Meyer, Carolyn, A novel in diary form in which the 

youngest daughter of Czar Nicholas II describes the privileged life her family led up until 

the time of World War I and the tragic events that befell them.

I, Coriander - Gardner, Sally. In 17th century London, Coriander, a girl who has inherited 

magic from her mother, must find a way to use this magic in order to save both herself and 

an inhabitant of the fairy world where her mother was born.
